Moved by Borst, seconded by Zimmerman, approving the first reading of Ordinance 801-17,”AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF OLIN, IOWA, 2017, BY AMENDING PROVISIONS PERTAINING TO ZONING REGULATIONS.”  Roll call vote was taken with three ayes.  No Eganhouse.  Absent Dircks.  Motion failed.

Council asked to put back on the agenda in September.

Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Borst, approving Resolution 801-17, “A RESOLUTION SETTING PUBLIC HEARING ON THE PROPOSED SALE OF 200 JACKSON STREET PROPERTY TO FRIENDS OF OLIN’S EMERGENCY SERVICES.”  Roll call vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent Dircks.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding replacement of some walls of the Fire Station/Well/Shop.  An advertisement was placed in the Cedar Rapids Gazette.  No bids were received.  Zimmerman would make a few contacts, Borst would look at this again, and Sauer will be checking into options for temporary storage when this takes place.

Decision was made to wait until we know what is going on with the Fire Station/Well/Shop befor going forward with lawn mower replacement. 
Discussion was held regarding the Re-Surfacing project for Co Rd E-45.  Mayor McAtee attended the Jones County Supervisors’ meeting to address this issue.  She also contacted John Dosart with IDOT to get information and direction.  Moved by Sauer, seconded by Eganhouse, to not move forward with the resurfacing the portion of E-45 within the city limits of Olin.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent: Dircks.  Motion carried.  Council would like to invite Jones Co Engineer Snead to attend the September meeting to attempt to come to an agreement.  At that time, the motion may be rescinded.
McPherson shared a request from Sheriff’s department to ensure all residents have house numbers visible on their properties.  An inspection will take place and letters will be sent with the Ordinance to accomplish this task.
Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Eganhouse, approving the revised 28E Agreement for the Jones County Solid Waste Commission.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent: Dircks.  Motion carried.
Email was read from IDNR Curt Kemmerer regarding the Olin river access and the past Council’s intention of taking over maintenance if the access and parking lot was paved.  Council discussed this and questioned what the additional cost to the City would be.  Questions were raised regarding what surface type would be put in place.  Direction was given for McPherson to contact Kemmerer and ask for details prior to making any commitment.

A bill from a residential address was shared with the Council with the request for the Council to cover the payment of this bill to Roto Rooter.  The other party on this sewer main was not impacted by any issues.  This leads the Council to believe the issue was only with the one property and not a City main issue.  The Council will not be paying the bill and a letter will go to the property owner to make sure they call the City first to verify the City sewer status.

Mayor McAtee shared a report from a Conservation group attending the Jamboree and being asked to leave.  A letter will be sent to the Jamboree Committee expressing the Council’s views that the Olin Community Park is open to the public and folks can ask for signatures on a petition if they choose.

Mayor McAtee explained to the Council the “Chain of Command” from the Iowa Municipal Policy Leaders’ Handbook.  She also shared the Council needs to remind an employee that is making a complaint about another employee must go to the Supervisor, not the Council members.  Council all agreed that this is the policy that needs to be followed.

A special meeting was scheduled for Thursday, August 17, 2017 at 6:00 p.m. to discuss employee issues.

Mayor McAtee expressed a need for mosquito spraying.  McPherson is to contact Travis Benhart to ask if he would spray a few times to get us through this season or if he knew of any other applicators.

Sheriff Graver shared the July Sheriff’s report showed 40 calls.  Discussion was held regarding go carts and mini motorbikes riding around on the streets.  Graver directed folks to take a video of this in order to get a conviction to assist in stopping this.    
Department reports were reviewed.  

EDC has voted to purchase the posts to have the Welcome sign to the south put back up.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Sauer, approving the EDC purchase new posts for the welcome sign.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent Dircks.  Motion carried.

Lief shared a bid obtained for a new truck for the City.  Per the above discussion regarding the Fire Station/Well/Shop project, this will be looked at again at a later time.  Also shared the flooding we experienced at the end of July was minimal.
Delinquency reports were reviewed and updated.   McPherson shared an invitation to Council for the Farm Bureau Appreciation Dinner on August 16th from 5:00pm to 8:00pm.

FOES, John Slater asked when the process would be completed for the purchasing of the property at 200 Jackson St.  McPherson clarified it should be taken care of at the September meeting and would be filed with the Courthouse following that meeting. 

Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Sauer, adjourning at 7:52 pm.  Vote was taken with four ayes.    Absent Dircks.  Motion carried.
