The special meeting of the Olin City Council was held January 16, 2018 at the Olin City Hall for the purpose of a budget workshop, ITC Plan, sick leave policy review, and housing rehab RFP approval.

Mayor Zach Borst called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Council Members present: David Dircks Karen Tarbox, Matt Dicken, Kahm Sauer and Ron Zimmerman 6:05pm.  
Clerk Jean McPherson was also in attendance.  No visitors were present.
Moved by Dircks, seconded by Tarbox, approving the agenda. Vote was taken with five ayes. Motion carried.

Moved by Sauer, seconded by Dicken, approving ORDINANCE 101-18, “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF OLIN, IOWA, 2017, BY AMENDING PROVISIONS PERTAINING TO ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION APPOINTMENT AND TERM”  Roll call vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent Zimmerman.  Motion carried.

Moved by Tarbox, seconded by Dircks, waiving second and third readings for ORDINANCE 101-18, “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF OLIN, IOWA, 2017, BY AMENDING PROVISIONS PERTAINING TO ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION APPOINTMENT AND TERM”  Roll call vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent: Zimmerman.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding ITC transition line installation project.  Council members were all in agreement that continuing with the original plan to go down the Grant Wood Trail would be least impacting for Olin residents and most beneficial for the trail based on clean up of trees.  McPherson will contact ITC to inform them of the decision and they are open to present to the Council.
ECICOG Proposal for Owner-Occupied Housing Rehabilitation Technical Services was reviewed along with the Intent to Comply with Section 3 Requirements.  All criteria are met with this proposal.  No other proposals were received from the published advertisement or direct mailing.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Sauer to accept the proposal and hire ECICOG for Technical Services.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
Discussion was held regarding adjusting the time frame requirement for using Sick Leave from a minimum of 4 hours to a minimum of 2 hours.  Moved by Sauer, seconded by Dicken to make the change to 2 hour minimum.  Vote was taken with two ayes and three nays.  Motion failed.  No change will take place.  
Budget workshop took place.  McPherson shared for the new members the steps taken for creating and balancing the budget.  Proposal regarding lift station pump repair was reviewed.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Sauer, to approve the repair quote from Mississippi Valley Pump in the amount of $4,150.00.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Sauer, to adjourn at 8:05 p.m.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
