Absent: Eganhouse.  Motion carried.
Moved by McCormick, seconded by Sauer, waiving the second and third readings of Ordinance 201-16, “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES FOR THE CITY OF OLIN, IOWA, 2012, BY AMENDING PROVISIONS PERTAINING TO SIDEWALK REMOVAL OF SNOW, ICE AND ACCUMULATIONS.”  Roll call vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent: Eganhouse.  Motion carried.

Moved by McCormick, seconded by Dircks, approving Resolution 201-16, “A RESOLUTION SETTING THE WAGE FOR WATER/SEWER OPERATOR.”  Roll call vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent: Eganhouse.  Motion carried.
Moved by McCormick, seconded by Sauer, approving Resolution 202-16, “A RESOLUTION SETTING PUBLIC HEARING FOR THE PURPOSE OF APPROVING AND CERTIFYING THE 2016-2017 BUDGET FOR THE CITY OF OLIN.”  Roll call vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent: Eganhouse.  Motion carried. 

Moved by McCormick, seconded by Dircks, approving Resolution 203-16, “A RESOLUTION SETTING COMPENSATION FOR THE CITY ATTORNEY.”  Roll call vote was taken with two ayes.  Sauer and Zimmerman voted No  Absent: Eganhouse.  Motion failed.

Lief and McPherson spoke to Iowa Rural Water Association staff about grants.  USDA has some possible grants to look into for preliminary work.
The following bids were opened for insulating the Fire Station:   Oberbreckling Concrete & Excavating bid $4,890.00, A & A Construction bid $3,400.00 and Klatt Construction bid $3,486.70.  Moved by Sauer, seconded by McCormick, to accept A & A’s bid for $3,400.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent:  Eganhouse.  Motion carried.
McPherson shared a conversation she had with an Olin Elementary teacher regarding upcoming changes and budgets at the school.  McPherson encouraged parents and community members to attend the school board meetings to stay informed of any changes.  We need to keep the school in Olin to benefit the entire town.

Juli Ulrich shared information regarding plans for the FOES to apply for a grant and loan to get the new emergency services building built.  She felt she needed to request from the Council to make sure when the building is constructed, the City will cover the costs of gas & electricity and water & sewer.  The FOES would still be responsible for the building and would charge rent to the City to cover the insurance costs.  Discussion was held regarding costs.

Update was shared the properties at 410 and 415 West Second Street have been acquired by the City of Olin as of February 4, 2016 and the next steps are inspection for asbestos, removal of as asbestos, certification all asbestos has been removed and then demolition.  Bids have arrived and will be opened.
One bid was received for Inspection and Certification of Asbestos for 410 & 415 W Second Street.  Asbestos Inspections, Testing & Training for $975.00 for both properties.  Moved by Sauer, seconded by McCormick, approving and accepting this bid.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent: Eganhouse.  Motion carried.
One bid was received for Asbestos Removal at 410 & 415 W Second Street.  Lansing Brothers Construction Company bid $ 3,800.00 for removing asbestos from both properties.  Moved By Sauer, seconded by Dircks, approving this bid.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent: Eganhouse.  Motion carried.

The following bids were received for the Demolition of structures at 410 & 415 W Second Street:

Oberbreckling Construction bid $8,530.00 for 410 and $10,350.00 for 415 W Second;

VonBehren Excavating bid $10,850.00 for 410 and $13,250 for 415 W Second:

Lansing Brothers Construction Co. bid $8,500.00 for 410 and $8,280.00 for 415 W Second.

Moved by McCormick, seconded by Dircks, to approve and accept the bid of $18,880.00 for demolition of both properties from Oberbreckling Construction.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent: Eganhouse.  Motion carried.

Open Meeting Law and Chain of Command print outs from the Iowa Municipal Policy Leaders Handbook were included in the packets due to the Mayor’s direction to do so.

Phillip Weirather presented an idea to the Council proposing a dog park be added to Olin’s landscape.  He stated he envisioned an approximate size of 100’ X 150’ on one of the parcels that is “green space” from properties acquired due to flooding.  Council shared that they thought this was a good idea and he should pursue more information to plan this out and bring more to the Council to consider.

Jesse Moore proposed to the Council that he would like to have a partial alley north of Highland Street vacated and conveyed to him.  Council suggested that the existing owner of the two properties this alley borders before any more discussion or action be taken.

Lief shared information regarding back flow preventer valves for home owner’s sanitary sewers.  More information will be obtained for the next meeting.
Discussion was held regarding Mosquito Control.  More research will take place.
The January Sheriff’s report with 15 calls was reviewed with no discussion.
Lief shared meters are being installed.  A question was raised regarding the tablet that was purchased and a program that would assist in mapping all of the water mains, sewer mains, water shut off valves, manholes and valves for water and or sewer throughout the city.  The cost is approximately $500.  More information will be obtained regarding the specifics.   

Delinquency reports were reviewed. Suggestion was given to narrow down the list of accounts that there is very little likelihood of collecting to possibly write some off..  Payroll reports will be available for January when the Mayor returns.
Reminder of a budget workshop is scheduled for Tuesday, February 16, 2016 at 6:00p.m.

Moved by McCormick, seconded by Sauer, adjourning at 7:51 pm.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Motion carried.
