Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Tarbox, waiving the second and third readings of ORDINANCE 201-18, “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF OLIN, IOWA, 2017 BY AMENDING PROVISIONS PERTAINING TO FISCAL MANAGEMENT – ACCOUNTING.”  Roll call vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding Ordinance 202-18, An Ordinance amending Parking for Snow Removal.  More research and changes will be made before the March Council meeting.
Moved by Sauer, seconded by Dicken, approving Resolution 201-18, “A RESOLUTION SETTING PUBLIC HEARING FOR THE PURPOSE OF APPROVING AND CERTIFYING THE FY 2019 BUDGET FOR THE CITY OF OLIN.”  Roll call vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

John Slater president of the FOES, Friends of Olin’s Emergency Services, shared the current financial standings and information regarding the USDA Grant process for a new Emergency Services Building.   Council will review and have discussion at the March meeting. 
Angela Jordan and Tony Miller from ITC Midwest proposed two scenarios regarding a new high line project.  On option would replace poles along Highland Street and one would be along the Grant Wood Trail.  Council would like to see more specifics regarding placement of poles along Highland St prior to giving permission to go that route.  More will be prepared for the March meeting.
Jennifer Husmann shared updated information on the Jones County Safe and Healthy Youth Coalition and the request for funding.  Moved by Sauer, seconded by Dicken, to donate $500.00 to assist with administrative costs.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

 Discussion was held regarding the current situation of the lift station pumps and control panel.  A bid was received from Mississippi Valley Pump for downsizing the control panel to make it useful for what Olin needs.  The bid total was $5,500.00.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Dicken, to accept the bid and have the control panel repaired and downsized.  Vote was taken with five ayes. Motion carried.
Also discussed to help our pumps stay clear and cleaned, maintenance will take place two times per year.

Doug Zahradnik requested to put in a wind turbine for his property on Resident St.  Council stated they did not allow another resident in Olin to have wind turbine and therefore, they cannot approve this one either.   Doug stated he may go with solar.

Mayor Borst shared that the streets have been plowed very well throughout the latest string of snow storms.
Sheriff Graver shared the January Sheriff’s reports were available showing 18 calls.  He also shared Anamosa’s ordinances on snow emergencies and parking.  This is a guide for Olin to use.    
Department reports were reviewed.  

Fire fighters must all keep up on their continuing education training/safety hours.  The fire department officers are working on this and will give an update at the April meeting to discuss next steps for those who do not keep up their hours.
Delinquency reports were reviewed and updated.  

Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Sauer, to adjourn at 7:34 p.m.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
