Tarbox voted No.  Motion carried.

Moved by Dicken, seconded by Sauer, waiving the second and third readings of ORDINANCE 301-18, “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF OLIN, IOWA, 2017 BY AMENDING PROVISIONS PERTAINING TO PARKING REGULATIONS – SNOW REMOVAL.”  Roll call vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Joe Berry, Shawn Mathis and Tony Miller from ITC Midwest answered questions and gave details regarding a new high line project.  Council will consider this plan.  The project will begin in one year.

At 6:15 p.m. Mayor Borst called the Public hearing to order for the purpose of Approving and Certifying the FY 2019 Budget for the City of Olin.  Clerk McPherson shared the tax rate would be 14.79078.  Mayor Borst asked for any comment or questions.  Upon hearing none, the Public Hearing was closed at 6:17 p.m.

Moved by Sauer, seconded by Zimmerman, approving Resolution 301, 2018,”A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND CERTIFYING THE FY 2019 BUDGET FOR THE CITY OF OLIN.”  Roll call vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

John Slater president of the FOES, Friends of Olin’s Emergency Services, asked if the Council had any questions regarding the proposal he had presented at the February meeting.  No questions were asked.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Dicken, approving the proposal to move forward with the loan and grant from USDA in partnership with FOES, Olin Ambulance and Olin Hose Company to construct a new Emergency Services building.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
A bid was received from Mississippi Valley Pump for repairing the existing pump #2 and purchasing a new Ebara pump.  Council would like to invite Chuck from Mississippi Valley Pump to the next council meeting to ask questions regarding the new pump as the cost difference was not large.
Discussion was held regarding looking into a project to construct a sidewalk from the Little Lion Learning Center to the Olin Community Park.  Prior to investing time and energy, letters for the project will be sent to the home owners whose properties will be impacted.  We would like to know if they support the project.
Discussion was held regarding the process for collecting past due water payments.  Residents will be shut off if past due water payments are not paid prior to the day of the Council meeting.  Letters will be sent to the offenders who currently are past due.

Mayor Borst shared the two items he wants fixed is the lift station pump situation and the delinquency report to be eliminated.
The February Sheriff’s reports were available showing 28 calls.      
Department reports were reviewed.  

Delinquency reports were reviewed and updated.  

Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Tarbox, to adjourn at 6:42 p.m.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
