Discussion was held regarding the 28E Agreement for the Vacuum Truck.  Prior to approving a resolution, verbiage should be changed to build up funds for repairs and planning for future.

PUBLIC HEARING FOR THE PURPOSE OF APPROVING AND CERTIFYING THE FY 2018 BUDGET FOR THE CITY OF OLIN was called to order at 6:15pm.  Clerk McPherson shared highlights with explanations.  After hearing no comments or questions, Mayor McAtee closed the Public Hearing at 6:25pm.
Moved by Eganhouse, seconded by Sauer, to approve Resolution 301-17, “A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND CERTIFYING THE FY 2018 BUDGET FOR THE CITY OF OLIN.”  Roll call vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Discussion regarding Shop 2 on Wall St.  Consensus was gained that the cost to make repairs is greater that the benefit of making repairs to this building.  
Discussion was held regarding the condition of the Fire Station/Well/Shop 1 building.  The mayor and all council members took a tour of this area of the building.  Repairs to the foundation and the west wall are needed to be made this year.  Eganhouse and Zimmerman will work on defining the repairs needed to present to contractors for bids at the next council meeting in April.
Status was given on many properties with structures that are considered dangerous buildings.  Clerk McPherson has spent time writing and following up with these property owners.  Three property owners have made no efforts to contact the City or make repairs.  The City will be following the Municipal Infraction steps against these three owners.
Discussion was held regarding the newly installed stop signs on Maple Street.  One sign must be raised and the location of the speed limit sign may need to be adjusted.  Along with Maple Street, a request has been made to add a stop sign on Oak Street at the Barr St intersection for safely merging onto Barr St.

IDOT Bill Kreinbring assisted in explaining the request to change the parking on the east side of Jackson Street/Highway 38 to parallel parking from angle parking.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Eganhouse, to approve this change of parking.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding the resurfacing project the Jones County Engineer’s office is planning for the summer of 2018.  It was requested of the City to consider having the portion of Highland Street resurfaced as well with cost to the City.  Council unanimously stated the City does not have the funding to assist with this type of project.

Discussion was held regarding the vandalism of vehicles driving through grass areas at the park entrance and by the lift station.    Discussion was held regarding purchasing cameras to be placed in areas such as this to obtain proof of the offenders.  More research will be done with the Monnit Ccompany and US Cellular.
Mayor McAtee shared information regarding Jones County Economic Development and for the Council to consider what benefits we do and do not receive from JCEDC.
The February Sheriff’s report showed 37 calls.  Sheriff Graver was not in attendance.  
Department reports were reviewed.  

Olin Park Board is sponsoring an Alumni Basketball Tournament on April 15th at the Olin School.

Lighting has been upgraded in the fire station to LED with several less sets of lights.  
Chet Lief was awarded the Operator of the Year by the INDR.  Congratulations were given to him.  The list is growing regarding projects to be done this Spring around Olin.  Question was raised regarding the use of barbed wire for a fencing project that is in the works.  All Council agreed to use the barbed wire.  It is not an area that folks should be going into.
Delinquency reports were reviewed and updated.   McPherson shared the summary information received from Eagle Point Solar.  Council would like to see this move forward to gather more information and set up a meeting.    There will be a meeting regarding the Water Plant Improvement Project set with Kelli from Snyder & Associates and Mayor, Zimmerman, Dircks as well as Lief.
Karen Tarbox shared Eric Klatt will be repairing and repainting the information board located at the Post Office.
Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Eganhouse, adjourning at 7:40 pm.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
