Discussion was held regarding the ITC project.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Tarbox, to notify ITC and state the City would prefer the project follow the plan of going down the Grant Wood Trail and not down Highland Street.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Dircks voted No.  Motion carried.
Discussion was held regarding looking into a project to construct a sidewalk from the Little Lion Learning Center to the Olin Community Park.  Only one resident responded negatively regarding a sidewalk/trail.  One other resident wanted to see plans before he supported the project.  No action taken.
City wide Garage Sales will be held on Friday April 27th and Saturday April 28th.
City wide Clean Up days will be on May 1st & 2nd.  Pick up forms at City Hall.

Mayor Borst shared with the weather warming up, we need to look around the City and notify City Hall of the properties that need work or to be cleaned up.  Any properties who have started an improvement project most complete the project.
