Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Dircks, to approve the first reading of Ordinance 401-17, “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF OLIN, IOWA, 2012, AS THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF OLIN, IOWA, 2017.”  Roll call vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent  Borst.  Motion carried.

Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Eganhouse, to waive the second and third readings of Ordinance 401-17, “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF OLIN, IOWA, 2012, AS THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF OLIN, IOWA, 2017.”  Roll call vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent  Borst.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding the condition of the Fire Station/Well/Shop 1 building.  A cistern was found under the flooring.  More will be researched further with bids at the May meeting.  
McPherson shared Interconnection Agreements have been signed and filed with Alliant Energy prior to April 1st and we will be grandfathered in at the 100% payback rate.

Valerie Elliott and Bobby Krum presented information regarding cameras to be placed to record photos of motion in areas around Olin where vandalism has taken place.  Moved by Eganhouse, seconded by Sauer to purchase cameras and lock boxes from US Cellular as well as a data plan for submitting photos to City Hall or cell phones.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent  Borst.  Motion carried.
Mayor McAtee shared the bid received for patching the cracks in the asphalt on Trilby, Midway and Fulton Streets from Kluesner Construction, Inc. for $2,528.40.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Eganhouse, to accept the bid for patching cracks in asphalt.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent  Borst.  Motion carried.
Discussion was held regarding allowing pony rides in the park during the Olin Citywide Garage Sales and craft & vendor show on April 29.  Council sees no issue with this as long as all parties understand fully there is no liability on the City.  An indemnification agreement will be created and signed prior to the event and proof of insurance will need to be obtained.
Bid was received from Isenhart Landscape and Lawn Care for spraying for mosquitoes at the cost of $90 per spraying.  Moved by Sauer, seconded by Zimmerman, to hire Isenhart Landscape and Lawn Care to spray.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Motion carried.  The mixing of the chemicals will take place at Nathan’s mothers outside the City.

Discussion was held regarding a water leak issue.  The policy for leaks and notifications will be changed to notifying the landlord on the second month of a leak situation when a renter is notified as soon as the leak is detected.  The instance on E Locust St took place and customers are only allowed one credit to their account per calendar year.  The residents will be notified.

Small Cities workshop will be held in Springville on May 30th regarding nuisance properties.  Clerk McPherson will be attending.

Assistant Clerk Dena shared information regarding updated payment methods for the City of Olin to include debit and credit card transactions.  Information was presented for World Pay and Merchant’s Choice.  Moved by Dircks, seconded by Zimmerman, approving the City move forward with Merchant’s Choice to get equipment and establish charges to customers of $2 per transaction if they come to City Hall to use this option and $3 per transaction if they need to make a payment over the phone.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent Borst.  Motion carried.

Juli Ulrich presented information for the upcoming Olin Jamboree happening at the park on August 4, 5 and 6, 2017.  Olin EDC has agreed and voted to donate $500 to the Jamboree.  Moved by Sauer, seconded by Dircks, to donate $200 to the Olin Jamboree and assist with printing of flyers and information.  Vote was taken with 3 ayes.  Abstain Zimmerman.  Absent Borst.  Motion carried.

Mayor McAtee shared information regarding Jones County Economic Development and for the Council to consider what benefits we do and do not receive from JCEDC.  McAtee also shared information she and Dircks obtained at a Brownfield workshop.

McAtee recommended replacing Rod Cozart with Jeremy Chamberlin on the Olin Community Park Board.  Moved by Sauer, seconded by Dircks, approving the mayor’s recommendation to appoint Jeremy to the Park Board.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent Borst.  Motion carried. 
Sheriff Graver presented the March Sheriff’s report showing 33 calls.  Explanation was given regarding a search warrant which revealed many stolen items.  Two of the four arrested are still in jail.  Question was asked regarding the rates each City was charged for services.    
Department reports were reviewed.  

Olin Park Board is sponsoring an Alumni Basketball Tournament on April 15th at the Olin School.

Olin Ambulance will be holding an EMT Class beginning later this month.
Olin Heritage Center is sponsoring Farming with Horses on April 29th just north of Olin.

Operator Lief was not present.  Information was shared regarding the Water Treatment Plant Improvement Project and the meeting with Snyder & Associates.  The project presentation could total $1 Million.  Mayor McAtee, Lief, Dirks and Zimmerman were in attendance and all agreed this was not what the City’s intentions ever were.  The City will be able to accomplish all tasks and improvements if we break the project down into pieces and plan.  Council all agreed this is a solid plan.  
Delinquency reports were reviewed and updated.   

Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Sauer, adjourning at 8:18 pm.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent Borst.  Motion carried.
