McAtee shared a request from School Board Member Mike Hansen to borrow the City’s bleachers.  Several questions were raised.  Clerk McPherson will contact Hansen for answers. 
Sheriff Graver presented the April Sheriff’s report showing 23 calls.  Graver expressed support for the security camera purchased.
Department reports were reviewed.  

Operator Lief attended a very informative class regarding waste water treatment.  Discussed possibilities for increasing bullhead population in lagoons.    
Delinquency reports were reviewed and updated.   

McPherson shared discussion held with IDOT and project folks for sidewalk project and the west exterior wall/foundation of 200 Jackson St.  Council agreed to request Midwest Concrete to take out wall/foundation when removing old sidewalk.  McPherson will follow up with Midwest Concrete.
