Discussion was held regarding Water Plant Improvement Project.  Water & Sewer Committee reviewed the submitted Qualifications from the following Engineering Firms:  Fehr Graham, French-Reneker-Associates, IIW, and Snyder & Associates.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Sauer, moved to hire Snyder & Associates to assist the City with the Water Plant Improvement Project.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
Letter has been sent to family member of the owner of burnt property on Highland Street.

Mayor McAtee shared an update regarding follow up on nuisance properties.  

Request was made to consider allowing chickens within the City limits again.  Discussion was held and Council will bring this to a vote at the June meeting.

Discussion was held regarding street repairs in the city.  Only one bid has been received.  Another bid will be obtained for the June meeting.
Moved by Eganhouse, seconded by Dircks, approving a bid received from J & A Tree Service for $300 to grind 5 stumps in the City.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.  Going forward, any tree removal must include stump removal.

Moved by McCormick, seconded by Eganhouse approving the Iowa Department of Transportation Five Year Maintenance Agreement.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Moved by Dircks, seconded by Eganhouse approving the Lions Club adopting green space properties for planting crops.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding residents who would like a second meter installed for livestock or gardens with no sanitary sewer connection or fees.  Council will bring this to a vote in the June meeting.

There will be a State examination/audit as requested by the former Mayor on May 18th and 19th.

Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Eganhouse, approving a bid received from J & A Tree Service for $600 to drop a dead tree on E Second Street and remove the stump.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
Information was shared regarding an open house regarding the IDOT plans for resurfacing Highway 38 and Sidewalk improvements parallel to the project.  This will take place on Tuesday, May 17th from 3:30 to 7:30 p.m.

Lief shared one of the new Holiday Decoration lights purchased and donated to the City by the Olin Lions Club.  All very appreciative and a Thank you will be sent to the Club. 

Discussion was held with some revisions to the Code of Ordinances with no action taken.

A Small Cities Workshop will be held in Cascade regarding water infrastructure.

There will be a Public Meeting of the Friends of Olin’s Emergency Services on May 29, 2016 at 6:00 p.m. at the Olin Fire Station.

Vandalism to water tower was discussed.  Sheriff has been notified and Utility Services is dispatching painters to come and clean up and repaint. Plates will be added for further security
Sheriff Graver gave a verbal report as the system changes and report printing is in the learning curve.  
McCormick raised questions regarding EMA Levy on property tax.
Three applications for planning and zoning were reviewed.  Two were approved.  Council has questions regarding one and this request was tabled. 

Delinquency reports were reviewed.   

Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Eganhouse, adjourning at 8:03 pm.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
