Motion carried.

Moved by Sauer, seconded by Dicken, approving Resolution 502-18, “A RESOLUTION CERTIFYING TO THE JONES COUNTY TREASURER CHARGES THAT ARE DUE FOR SERVICES OF THE WATER, SEWER AND COLLECTION OF SOLID WASTE FROM THE CITY OF OLIN.”  Roll call vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Sauer, to approve the request to close the alley behind Bonfire Bar & Grill for the Fishing Tournament June 2, 2018.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
Per Mayor Borst, the streets in the new addition need to be widened back to their original width.  The water must drain off of the seal coat in order to achieve the intended life of the asphalt.  This means the grass along the edges of residents’ properties will be pushed back.  Letters will be going to residents to notify them this is taking place.  Union Street needs to have this done as well due to drainage of rain water.

A reminder was given for Council members to go to the Mayor with issues and questions instead of directly to the staff. 

Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Tarbox, approving the Affirmative Fair Housing Policy.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held with no action regarding the Midwest Mustangs.

Moved by Sauer, seconded by Dircks, approving the closing of Oak Street from Maple St to Dicken St all day on Saturday, May 19, 2018.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

A Small City Workshop opportunity was shared with Council.

Discussion was held regarding a River Access Management Agreement draft with the Iowa Department of Natural Resources (IDNR) for the Wapsipinicon River access.  Questions arose regarding when additional rock is needed and dust control is needed, what will the process be?  McPherson will forward on the questions to the IDNR.

A Self Defense Class for Women and Girls will be taking place this Sunday, May 20, 2018 in the Olin Park Building.   The Park Board has waived the fee for the use of the building.

Mayor Borst shared both mowers should be back in service by the end of the week and the pumps for th lift station should be in and installed very soon.  
The April Sheriff’s reports were available showing 27 calls.      
Department reports were reviewed.  

Fire Chief Hamilton shared the Kistler’s were very pleased with the assistance of the Olin Fire Department and other departments that assisted with the fire.

Delinquency reports were reviewed and updated. 
Zimmerman spoke to a member of the Jones County Conservation Board and was told it was his opinion the ITC line project should go down the Grant Wood Trail also.

Mayor asked Council to look around and notify the Clerk of properties to be cleaned up.
Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Tarbox, to adjourn at 6:49 p.m.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
