Dena Bircher, Assistant Clerk had her last day a few weeks ago.  There is not a need for a permanent employee at this time.  McPherson will contact Nancy Mayberry when she goes on vacation to answer phone calls and take payments from customers when going on vacation.
Discussion was held regarding street repairs.  Borst suggested we save the budget and be put on the Spring list to have streets repaired then.  McPherson will contact Eganhouse.

Discussion was held regarding a sink hole with a culvert issue on the west end of Highland Street.   This will be worked on by City staff.

Discussion was held regarding the rehabilitation of sanitary sewer manholes.  Lief will contact Visu-Sewer and will put together a list of manholes to be worked on this year for the July meeting.

The May Sheriff’s reports were available showing 45 calls.      
Department reports were reviewed.  

Sauer shared there is a need for more attention to be paid to the Park and more weed eating needs to be done or spraying for weeds.  Picnic tables need to be moved back under the pavilion and the trash cans need more attention.
Pat Moore shared the current heart monitor for the ambulance is out of commission.  Grants have been looked into but will take more time and a monitor is needed now.  A Zoll monitor for approximately $30,000.  Zoll is loaning a monitor to the Olin Ambulance until we purchase one.  The Ambulance Budget is at $35,000.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Sauer to approve the ambulance purchase of a Zoll monitor pending the Ambulance Board approval.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Lief shared Mississippi Valley Pump will be coming this week to work on the lift station and the control panel.  The Water Quality report has been posted and will be sent to be published.

Delinquency reports were reviewed and updated. 
Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Tarbox, to adjourn at 7:34 p.m.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
