Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Dircks, waiving the third reading of ORDINANCE 501-16, “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, OLIN, IOWA, 2012 BY AMENDING PROVISIONS PERTAINING TO TELEPHONE FRANCHISE.”  Roll call vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Eganhouse, approving the first reading of ORDINANCE 601-16, “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, OLIN, IOWA, 2012 BY AMENDING PROVISIONS PERTAINING TO DANGEROUS BUILDINGS.”  Roll call vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Moved by Eganhouse, seconded by Zimmerman, waiving the second and third readings of ORDINANCE 601-16, “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, OLIN, IOWA, 2012 BY AMENDING PROVISIONS PERTAINING TO DANGEROUS BUILDINGS.”  Roll call vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Moved by Eganhouse, seconded by Dircks, tabling Resolutions 601-16, 602-16, 603-16 and 604-16 resolutions for setting wages for City staff until the special meeting on June 21, 2016 at 6:00pm.  Roll call vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Moved by Eganhouse, seconded by Zimmerman, approving Resolution 605-16, “A RESOLUTION APPROVING TRANSFER OF FUNDS FOR PAYMENT OF DEBT FEES AND INTEREST FOR FY 2016.”  Roll call vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
Discussion was held regarding commitment made when approving bonds for Waste Water Treatment Facility Project.  Highlighted verbiage was shared that the City must have revenues of at least 110% for sewer expenses plus sewer loans, principal and interest.  The auditor shared at the exit interview that the City is not in compliance with this and needs to raise the water rates as stated in the Code of Ordinances.  Moved by Eganhouse, seconded by Dircks, approving Resolution 606-16, “A RESOLUTION SETTING THE WATER RATE FOR 2016.”  Roll call vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
Discussion was held regarding allowing chickens within the City limits again.  Council will review possible ordinance and vote at the June 21, 2016 meeting.

Discussion was held regarding residents wanting a second meter installed outdoor water with no sanitary sewer connection or fees.  A Resolution with the policy will be presented for vote in the June 21, 2016 meeting.

Employee Self Evaluations are due by Monday, June 20, and will be reviewed and discussed with individual employees at the June 21, 2016 meeting.
McCormick shared information regarding the Olin Jamboree to be held on August 5,6 and 7.  The greatest focus is on the children this year.  He requested the Olin Economic Development sponsor a Car Show for the celebration.  The cost would be $225.00.  This will be addressed under the Olin Economic Development section of Department Reports.
Mayor McAtee shared there are several properties with utility easements.  Several of these easements have various blockages such as gardens, bushes, structures etc. that should not be placed in the utility easement.  A document from the internet explaining what a utility easement is and why they should remain clear of blockages was shared.  Letters will go out to residents with a utility easement with an explanation of why the City would like to have the blockages removed.

A TIF (Tax Increment Financing) Presentation will be held in the City of Atkins if any council is interested.

The City’s Investment Policy was reviewed.  Moved by McCormick, seconded by Sauer, approving the policy as it stands currently with no changes.  Roll call vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held with no action taken regarding Information sign at 200 Jackson St and the need for a gas detector.  

Discussion was held regarding filling swimming pool policy.  No changes were made.  Citizens must pay for the sewer charge as before.

Mayor McAtee shared the request for a citizen to have a Pot Belly Pig as a pet.  Melissa Cress presented information regarding her pet pot belly pig.  Moved by Sauer, seconded by Zimmerman, approving the request to keep the pot belly pig as a pet.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.  A policy needs to be built to govern this.

Sheriff Graver was not able to be in attendance.  The system changes and report printing is still not worked out. No report is available.  
Library Director George Vaughn shared information regarding Summer Reading program and record number of 57 youth participating.  Congratulations and thanks were given by Mayor and Council.
Chief Gray made a request for permission to hold practice training and eventually burn the house at 310 W Second St as requested by the new owners.  Moved by Eganhouse, seconded by Dircks, granting permission for these trainings.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Ulrich shared he resigned from Olin Economic Development due lack of participation from members and no quorum to hold meetings. In response to the request made earlier in the meeting, moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Sauer, to allow the Olin EDC to sponsor the Jamboree Car Show by providing prize money in the amount of $225.00.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
McCormick shared there was confusion regarding the EMA Levy that was presented last month. 
Three applications for planning and zoning were reviewed.  No questions were raised and all were approved.  

Moore requested the purchase of a leaf blower to assist in getting all mowing clippings off streets and sidewalks.  Moved by McCormick, seconded by Zimmerman to not purchase this equipment.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Delinquency reports were reviewed and updated.  Staff daily sheets were on council table for review.

McCormick stated the City’s website needs to be updated.

Comment was made to keep pushing residents to clean up properties.   

Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Eganhouse, adjourning at 8:20 pm.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
