Moved by Sauer, seconded by Dircks, waiving the second reading of ORDINANCE 603-16, “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, OLIN, IOWA, 2012 BY AMENDING PROVISIONS PERTAINING TO ANIMAL PROTECTION AND CONTROL.”  Roll call vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent: Eganhouse.  Motion carried.

Moved by Sauer, seconded by McCormick, approving the first reading of ORDINANCE 701-16, “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, OLIN, IOWA, 2012, BY AMENDING PROVISIONS PERTAINING TO ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION APPOINTMENT AND TERM.”  Roll call vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent: Eganhouse.  Motion carried.
Moved by Sauer, seconded by Dircks, approving Resolutions 601-16, “A RESOLUTION SETTING WAGES FOR CITY WATER/SEWER OPERATOR AT THE SAME RATE.”  Roll call vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent: Eganhouse.  Motion carried.

Moved by Sauer, seconded by Zimmerman, approving Resolutions 602-16, “A RESOLUTION SETTING WAGES FOR CITY MAINTENANCE PERSON AT THE SAME RATE FOR FULL TIME.”  Roll call vote was taken with three ayes.  No; McCormick.  Absent: Eganhouse.  Motion failed.

Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Sauer, approving Resolutions 603-16, “A RESOLUTION SETTING WAGES FOR CITY CLERK AT THE SAME RATE.”  Roll call vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent: Eganhouse.  Motion carried.

Moved by Dircks, seconded by Zimmerman, approving Resolutions 604-16, “A RESOLUTION SETTING WAGES FOR ASSISTANT CITY CLERK AT THE SAME RATE WITH AN ADDITIONAL 5 HOURS PER WEEK.”  Roll call vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent: Eganhouse.  Motion carried.

No new information was shared regarding the lift station pumps.
Kelli Scott with Snyder and Associates presented the contract for the Preliminary Engineering portion of the Water Treatment Improvement Project.  Moved by McCormick, seconded by Dircks to approve the contract.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent: Eganhouse.  Motion carried.  Mayor McAtee signed the copies of the contract.

McPherson shared the statistics of the 36 electronic meters that have been installed.  It accounts for an additional 22,600 gallons of usage through the system.  This calculates to approximately $286 additional revenue each month.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Sauer, approving ordering an additional case of 6 more electronic meters to be installed.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Motion carried.

Andrew Shifflett presented information regarding True North Insurance and Financial Strategies.  Council’s general consensus was to meet with Andrew again to analyze the City’s needs.  Council members Zimmerman and Dircks will attend along with the Mayor and City Clerk.

Suggestion was made to plant grass on some of the outlying green spaces.  This will cut down on some of the mowing costs.  A question was raised regarding mosquito impact.  Should not create any additional breeding ground and this is tall thin grass that does not create shade from leaves.  Lief will check with the SCS office to see if there is more information available.

The Animal Welfare Foundation will be vacating the Speer Building in the Fall.  They questioned whether to take up the linoleum and replace the carpet and if the City would like to keep the front door lock.  Council stated they would like to keep the lock and the carpet should be put back when they depart.
Mayor McAtee presented a flyer that came in the mail regarding a radar speed trailer.  Discussion was held regarding the Sheriff’s department would bring their radar trailer to Olin as often as we requested.  This will be verified with the Sheriff.

Mayor McAtee asked the Council if she was expecting too much by wanting a response to a text, phone message or email within 24 hours was unreasonable.  Each council member stated they had responded to each message.  McCormick stated he would not respond to her text messages. They were hatred.  
Sheriff Graver was not able to be in attendance.  The Sheriff’s report was reviewed with 38 calls for June.
Discussion was held regarding there being two additional accounts for supporting the Olin Community Park.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by McCormick, closing savings account and combining into the park maintenance account.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Motion carried.

Randy Sauer and Mike Zoller presented information regarding the purchase of a new ambulance and that their balances will cover this purchase.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Sauer to purchase a Ford E-450 series 2017 chasis for $140,000.00.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Motion carried.

Moved by Sauer, seconded by Dircks, to approve the Mayor’s recommendation to appoint Pam Sanders to the Olin Economic Development Commission.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Motion carried.  Discussion was held regarding making a donation to the Bonfire Bar and Grill.  This will be discussed at their meeting this month.
Three applications for planning and zoning were reviewed.  No questions were raised and all were approved.  

Delinquency reports were reviewed and updated.  There is only one Delinquent account on the active account list and the Jones County Community Services is sending a check for this.  Staff daily sheets were on council table for review.

Suggestion was made to draft a letter of Thanks for George and Annette Vaughn for Council to sign.
Brenda Farrington shared that she has been subpoenaed to appear in court on a dog case.  

Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Eganhouse, adjourning at 7:51 pm.  Vote was taken with four ayes. Absent: Eganhouse.  Motion carried.
