Motion carried.
Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Tarbox, waiving the second and third readings of Ordinance 901-18, “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF OLIN, IOWA, 2017, BY AMENDING PROVISIONS PERTAINING TO HEALTH REGULATIONS – MINIMUM LIVING STANDARDS.” Roll call vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Dicken, approving the first reading of Ordinance 901-18, “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF OLIN, IOWA, 2017, BY AMENDING PROVISIONS PERTAINING TO GARBAGE/RECYCLING RATES.” Roll call vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Tarbox, waiving the second and third readings of Ordinance 901-18, “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF OLIN, IOWA, 2017, BY AMENDING PROVISIONS PERTAINING TO GARBAGE/RECYCLING RATES.” Roll call vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.

Bid was reviewed from Visu Sewer.  Tabled due to more bids from lining companies coming in.
Update given regarding meeting room at the fire station.  The carpet is out. The glue is taking longer to eliminate than expected.  The floor will be painted after glue is gone.
Council reviewed the Urban Renewal Report filed with the State of Iowa.  TIF balance is zero.
Jason Anderson presented information regarding the changing of the lighting at City Hall to LED lighting and the cost savings associated with this.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Tarbox, approving the bid to change to LED lighting for $633.40.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
Discussion was held regarding creating an area for campers to dump their waste.  Lief will contact the DNR to ask what the requirements are for this.

Discussion was held regarding smoking in City owned buildings.  No Smoking is allowed in any of the City owned buildings.  Cigarette receptacles have been placed at City buildings for outside smokers.

Reminder was given that the garbage at the park must be picked up regularly each week.  The number of garbage cans will be reduced to assist with this.

Mayor Borst shared suggestions to be better prepared for future flooding.  Some of those are:


Purchasing 2 new 3” trash pumps and use existing ones as back ups.


Raise manholes where trash pumps are used to keep the integrity of the seal coat.

Add rock to the area at E Main and Wall Street to move the 6” trash pump out of the driveway to the lift station.

Check with Alliant Energy to possibly move the electrical pole for the lift station to where the flood water does not reach to avoid using a boat to get their staff to the lift station when power is impacted.

The July Sheriff’s report was reviewed with 51 calls and the August Sheriff’s report was reviewed with 55 calls. 
Department reports were reviewed.  

Sue Fuhrmeister asked when the rock at the playgrounds at the parks would be completed.  She shared she would volunteer to paint the merry-go-round at the park and assist with the staining of picnic tables.  Some need to be repaired.  Repairs will take place this winter.

One application for a temporary building was reviewed for Rodney Cozart.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Tarbox, to approve the building permit for Rod Cozart.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Dircks abstained.  Motion carried.

Lief shared he contacted the DNR and reported the additional discharge due to the flooding and infiltration.  The maintenance staff is planning to use cold patch and repair a few areas. 
Delinquency reports were reviewed and updated.  The list is shrinking.
Dicken shared he finished the dirt work on E Locust Street.  We need to get grass seed down as soon as the flood waters are gone. 
Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Tarbox, to adjourn at 6:57 p.m.  Vote was taken with five ayes.  Motion carried.
