Discussion was held regarding a possible memorial put in Veteran’s Park for Steve Mercer.
Mayor Borst shared the bid for moving the power pole from a flood prone area to the lift station hill will cost $4,000.  Council would like to discuss this with a Supervisor from Alliant Energy.  One will be invited to the November meeting.

McPherson shared there is a Budget Workshop coming next month.  Clerk McPherson will be attending.

Mayor Borst shared:


2 new 3” trash pumps have been purchased and are on hand.

The manhole on Henderson Street has a riser and concrete has been put in place.
Rock was added to the area at E Main and Wall Street to move the 6” trash pump out of the driveway to the lift station.

A 2007 Chevy Pick up truck is up for bids at the City of Marion.  Mayor Borst and Councilman Dicken will stop and look at the truck and contact all Council Members regarding placing a bid. 
The September Sheriff’s report was reviewed with 51 calls. 
Department reports were reviewed.  

John Slater shared the pick up truck in the FOES lot has been sold and the new Stump Jumper truck is in the Fire Station.  Slater shared the progress of FOES with the new fire station.  USDA gave permission to knock down the walls of the concrete basement and fill in the hole that exists.  Bids for an architect will be let this winter.
Lief shared Mississippi Valley Pump will be coming this week to work on the lift station.  Maintenance still needs to use cold patch and repair a few areas. 
Delinquency reports were reviewed and updated.  The list is shrinking.
