Moved by Eganhouse, seconded by Zimmerman, waiving the second and third readings of Ordinance 1001-17,”AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 1.10 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF OLIN, IOWA, 2017, TO DELETE POSSIBILITY OF IMPRISONMENT FOR VIOLATION OF CODE OF ORDINANCES.”  Roll call vote was taken with four ayes. Absent Sauer.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding the provisions pertaining to Water Lien Exemption and whether to eliminate that also.  Not all Council agrees.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Eganhouse to table til November meeting.  Roll call vote taken with four ayes.  Absent Sauer.  Motion carried.
McPherson shared information received regarding sidewalk on Highland Street.  More research is taking place to resolve.
Budget workshop is scheduled for November 16, 2017 in Iowa City.  McPherson will be attending.
Moved by Borst, seconded by Eganhouse to adopt the change to the Policy & Procedures Manual page 24 eliminating the statement that Vacation may not be accumulated.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent Sauer.  Motion carried.

Moved by Borst, seconded by Eganhouse to adopt changes to the Policy & Procedures Manual page 41 amending the employee/operator rate to $25.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent Sauer.  Motion carried.

Mayor McAtee shared update on 402 W Second and shared the neighbor is interested in this property.  Direction given to McPherson to notify the neighbor to have a title & lien search done on the property at the cost of approximately $150.  There is a case that will go to court on November 8.  Resolution should be met at that court appearance.
Sheriff Graver was unable to attend. August and September Sheriff’s reports were available.    
Department reports were reviewed.  

FOES John Slater presented a check for the purchase of 200 Jackson Street to the Council and Clerk.  A separate line item has been created to track this money as emergency services funds only.  As soon as the proof of publication is received, all will go to Attorney Knuth for the final steps of the sale.
McPherson shared a variance request from C Sivertsen on moving a garage from 201 E Locust St. to 411.5 Highland St.  Due to the border of property being grass and the walking trail, the 10 foot rear requirement was waived.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Borst, to approve the variance listed above.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent Sauer.  Motion carried.

Lief shared they will be getting supplies for the exterior wall of the Shop Fire Station.  Samples were taken and Lagoon discharge will begin soon.  Also any of the old green street signs are available for $5.00 per plate.  Contact City Hall if interested. 
Zimmerman shared bids were received for two garage door openers for Shop 1 for the cost of $900.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Borst, approving this bid for new openers.  This will add security.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Motion carried.

Delinquency reports were reviewed and updated.  It is time to be tougher and folks will be shut off.   Letters will be sent to landlords for any renters that are delinquent per Council as well.

McPherson shared a complaint received regarding thistles planted with grass seed with the sidewalk program earlier this year.  Maintenance will spray for those.

Question rose regarding using the old lagoons as fishing spots.  This will be looked into.

Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Eganhouse, adjourning at 7:02 pm.  Vote was taken with four ayes.    Absent Sauer.  Motion carried.
