Discussion was held regarding inviting Gary Hughes from ECICOG to come present to the Council the process for applying for a CDBG grant for the water plant improvements and other funding for new water meters and a radio read system.  Gary will be invited to the January, 2016 meeting.
Council tabled the security cameras until a need arises.
McCormick read an email message from Olin Elementary Superintendent Dickman to the Council.  Council encourages all students and families who have their 7th through 12th grade students who are open enrolled to Anamosa to rescind their enrollment to get the funding back to Olin.  This will have  no impact on the students, however it will have a financial impact for Olin District.
Discussion was held regarding the basement to be cleaned up on Water Street.  Advertisement for bids to clean this will be published.  The cost will be incurred to the property owner.  The abandoned residence next door will be looked into as well.

McCormick suggested amending the City’s ordinance regarding clearing snow from sidewalks within 24 hours or be billed.  Amendment will be on the January, 2016 agenda.

Time sheets were discussed.
CDL for Nick Moore was discussed.  Final driving test scheduled for December 24, 2015.

Discussion was held regarding budget workshop.  In January the newly appointed Financial Committee will meet with Clerk McPherson to work on Budget.

One bid was opened from Klatt Construction for insulating the Fire Station.  Council will wait until more bids are submitted to make a decision.

Mayor Gerdes recommended Bill Heldt to be appointed to the Olin Library Board.  Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Eganhouse, approving the mayor’s recommendation for appointment.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent James.  Motion carried.
Department reports were reviewed.  
The November Sheriff’s report with 29 calls was included in the packet.

Zimmerman shared the Olin Fire Department would like to program the emergency siren to sound at noon and 6:00 pm.  Ulrich shared adding Olin Benefited Fire District to the National Incident Reporting System to benefit when applying for grants and support of the department.  A grant is being applied for to obtain updated equipment and the OBFD has agreed to provide the 5% match for the equipment grant.
Lief shared a list of repairs to be done to the City dump truck.  Gerdes will take this to Cedar Rapids in the morning to get information regarding the repairs and costs.   

Delinquency reports were reviewed. Payroll reports were available for November.
Moved by Zimmerman, seconded by Eganhouse, adjourning at 7:30 pm.  Vote was taken with four ayes.  Absent James.    Motion carried.
